Select Board Meeting Minutes
April 30, 2019


Present:  Select Board Members Lester Sheaffer (Chair), Bill McKeen (Vice Chair), Charlene Donahue, Keith Sanborn, Lise Hanners; and Administrative Assistant Darlene Beaulieu.


1. The meeting was called to order by Lester Sheaffer.


2.  A motion was made and seconded to approve the 4/16/2019 minutes as printed.  Motion carried 5:0.


3.  Accounts payable and payroll warrants were approved and signed.


4. The Dirigo letter regarding the Sennott Road culvert/bridge was discussed with members of the Roads Committee; all agreed to send the letter offering $4,700.  The Select Board signed the letter.


5. A suggestion was made by Frank Ober that the town establish a fund so people could donate to towards the expense of erecting Welcome to Whitefield signs on the major access roads into town.  Darlene Beaulieu will create an account for the funds at town office.


6. The Select Board and Roads Committee discussed the 2019 paving Request for Proposals for Palmer Road and S. Hunts Meadow Road.  Darlene Beaulieu will place an ad in the Kennebec Journal announcing the paving RFP with a pre-bid meeting to be held May 10, final bids on the 17th and Select Board to open the bids on May 28.


7. The Request for Proposal for brush clearing on town roads was discussed.  The town will try to release future brush clearing RFPs a year ahead of paving contracts.


8.  The contract for roadside mowing of town roads was discussed.  The decision was made to extend the current contract for one year.

10.  A letter to a foreclosed property owner was signed by the Select Board.


11.  Darlene Beaulieu would like a member of the Select Board to review the General Entries and bank statements on the general ledger.  Lise Hanners will conduct the reviews.


12.  A motion was made to accept an offer from Sevon's Lawn Care for sweeping town parking lots; the motion was seconded and carried 5:0.


13.  A neighbor called to report trash dumping on the Cooper Rd.    

14.  A motion was made and seconded to purchase a computer for the town office and resolve the expense at the end of the fiscal year.  The motion carried 5:0.


15.  The Appeals Board Ordinance was discussed; a motion was made and seconded to Re-establish the Whitefield Board of Appeals.  The motion carried 5:0; Jim Torbert, the Planning Board Chair, will be invited to join the public hearing on May 14th.


16.  Charlene Donahue made a motion which was seconded to approve the Trails Committee spending up to $200 for lumber to improve boggy areas on the town trails.  The motion carried 5:0.


17.  Keith Sanborn shared that the Roads Committee would like the authority to hire the town engineer to look over contracts when time is short.  The Board agreed that the Roads Committee should make every effort to allow sufficient time for review so that the board could approve the hiring in advance.


18.  Keith Sanborn informed the board that a check is needed ($40) to submit incorporation papers to obtain a 501(c) 3 designation for the food pantry.  The food pantry will be called the Whitefield Food Pantry.


19.  Lise Hanners attended the annual meeting of the Lincoln County Regional Planning Commission and heard a presentation by Katie Spencer-White, the director of the Boothbay Region Community Resource Council, on working with the community to resolve issues of poverty.


20.  A call to the town office regarding harvest of alewives at Coopers Mills was discussed.  The only town allowed to issue commercial capture permits for the
Sheepscot River is Alna. With the Coopers Mills dam gone, Whitefield is not interested
in getting involved.


21.  A motion was made and seconded to go into executive session regarding a personnel matter per M.S.R.A. 405(6)(A).  Motion carried 5:0.  

22.  A motion was made and seconded to terminate employment of the current Tax Collector.  The motion carried 5:0.


23.  A motion was made and seconded to adjourn.  Motion carried 5:0.
